Deal Activity

Merger and acquisitions deal value in Yorkshire reached £714mn in the three months to September
compared to £469mn in the same period last year, but activity in Yorkshire fell by more than a third over
the same period, in line with a pattern seen nationally.

No region in the UK or Ireland recorded a larger number of M&A and ECM deals in Q3 2010 in
comparison with Q2 2010. Northern Ireland had the greatest fall with 53.9%.

Only 4 regions out of 10 recorded an increase in deal value when comparing quarter 3 2010 with g3
2009, they were (in descending order of % change) Scotland, Yorkshire, Greater London and the
Midlands. All other regions experienced a decline in value in comparison with Q3 2009.
